Dream Bat Bomber Player Contract 2011-2012
Upon signing this contract, I fully understand my responsibility as a Bomber and agree to all terms stated below:

-Each player must complete at least 4 hours of batting practice each month.

-Pitchers must attend weekly mechanic work outs, to be scheduled in advance.
-Each player must attend all team Strength and Agility training sessions/month.  The team will be doing these together and there are no make ups.  Time and dates of these sessions will be given in advance.

-Each player agrees to be at every game/team practice.  TEAM is part of what being a Bomber is. Vacations and other personal commitments are no exception.  The schedule will be made in advance, plan your summers accordingly.  The days off will most likely be used as rain dates.  Our 35+ game schedule is intense.  Players must understand the commitment they are being given the opportunity to make.  Summer jobs and vacations must be scheduled around the Bomber schedule.  Consider baseball as your “job”.  Play time may be affected if jobs or vacations interfere with your ability to be at games/practices on time.
-Each player understands he will have a specific role in the program and playing time is not equal or guaranteed.  Positionals will be guaranteed half the innings played, the rest is up to the player.
-Each player agrees that failure to comply with any of the bomber expectations can lead to suspensions and ultimately dismissal from the program with no refund.

-Each player understands that as a Bomber they are representing the Dream Bat Company.  Players will act in a first class way on and off the field.

-Each player is responsible for full payment at each payment’s due date.  Players will be reimbursed for the money they raise after the due date.  In order for the player to continue in the program, each scheduled payment must be met on time.  
-Each player understands that any issues must be discussed with the coach first.  No Dream Bat staff will speak with a parent about any issues unless the player has directly spoken with the coach first (or GM during the off season).  Coaches and staff will never discuss play time with parents.  It is the player’s responsibility to communicate with his coach.
